of the dying and reviving god
(Balder, Adonis, Bacchus)
similarly moved me provided |
met it anywhere except in the
Gospels. The reason was that in

Pagan stories | was prepared to
feel the myth as profound and
suggestive of meanings beyond
my grasp even tho’ | could not
say in cold prose ‘what it
meant’.

Now the story of Christ is
simply a true myth: a myth
working on us in the same way
as the others, but with this
tremendous difference that

it really happened.
